You may not feel you have broken the law but the law sometimes sees things differently. You may have committed a Criminal offence completely unwittingly. There may not be enough evidence to prove your guilt. You may say something which makes matters worse for yourself. It’s very important that you seek the advice of a Solicitor at an early stage.





The police have to disclose details of their case to a Solicitor but not to the person they are interviewing. Without a Solicitor you will not know what the evidence is against you going into an interview and you may say something to incriminate yourself, regardless of whether or not you have committed the offence. Once we have obtained disclosure from the police we can speak with you in private and advise you fully before interview.
